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Required Public Health Measures for
Canadian Club of Montréal Events

Before the event:

v You will be required to show your vaccination passport, so please bring it and an

ID with you.

v" Arrive earlier than usual so that everyone has enough time to have their
vaccination passports checked before the event begins. Doors open at 11:30
a.m.

v An email with your table number will be sent to you in advance; please have the
number on hand to speed up the admission process.

When you arrive:

v' After your vaccination passport has been checked, you will be asked to
proceed directly to your table.

v" Once you are seated at your table, you may remove your mask.

v Please avoid shaking hands, hugs and kisses.

During the event:

v" You must wear your mask whenever you leave your table, and you must keep 1
metre between you and other participants whenever you move around the
room.

v Tables accommodate no more than 8 people and are spaced 2 metres apart
from each other, for a maximum of 250 participants.

v Food will not be placed on the tables before you arrive to prevent exposure.

v' Bottles of antiseptic cleanser will be available at the entrance to the room and
on each table.

When you leave:

v You will be asked to proceed directly to the exit maintaining a distance of 1 metre

from anyone else at all times
